a. Athletics
John gave an update that all of the athletic sports (except Football) will be in the
Capitol Valley Conference (with Center, Dixon, Rio Linda, etc.). Football will be in
a Round Robin with several other new high schools (Cosumnes Oaks High School
and Lathrop High School).

b. Performing Arts
The Performing Arts building is progressing along every day. The district is seeking
an existing design to lower the cost.

c. Construction
Turf is going to be put down any day for the football field. They will be paving the
streets within the next two weeks. The case work for the admin offices is almost
completed.

d. Cameras, Emergency Call System
John asked the audience for pros and cons input on cameras for campus surveillance.
The group consensus was that it is a good thing to have on the campus. This is to
prevent theft, vandalism, and overall security.

John explained the new Emergency Call System that Antelope HS will utilize. It is
great for getting messages out to the entire school by using the phone numbers that
are listed on the contact list on the emergency forms. We will be able to send
emergency notifications out, meeting updates, schedule notices, etc.
